Staffing

We are a friendly, enthusiastic, and experienced team of two full time and one part time teachers with the support of a part time technician. Our specialisms are rooted in painting, ceramics, and textiles, although all staff enjoy teaching across all areas. 
The Curriculum
At KS3, students follow a broad-based curriculum of art experiences. They have a single one-hour lesson per week and are taught in mixed ability groups. Schemes are designed to develop students’ skills in a range of areas; to improve their visual literacy, finding appropriate means of self-expression and to encourage them to formulate a critical awareness of their own and others work.
At KS4, we follow the AQA GCSE syllabus and have a good uptake. Students undertake work in a range of media and are guided through projects in Year 10 to help them develop the necessary confidence to work more independently during Year 11. Most students follow the Art, Design & Craft course.
At KS5, we run two successful A Level courses offering both the Fine Art and Textile endorsements, following the OCR syllabus. Students are encouraged to explore a range of media and ideas in their work to experiment and develop a major practical project and related essay in their chosen area of study. Each year, a good proportion of students go on to study Art & Design at a Higher Level and pursue a career in Art & Design.
The Department

The Department is housed within one area of the central part of the school. Teaching spaces include two specialist Art rooms and a ceramics/3D room with data projectors and access to PCs. There is also a dark room, specialist printmaking facilities and scope for textiles work.

Enrichment activities run throughout the year giving students a range of opportunities to extend their work beyond the curriculum. Activities included afterschool Art Clubs, Gallery Visits, Life Drawing Classes, or supporting Drama Productions and Music Concerts. External competitions and projects such as Year 9 Art Bytes Online Exhibition, and Eynsham Church Festival of the Tree also give students a creative outlet. The Annual Exhibition of Art, Design & Technology Exam work is an exciting opportunity to celebrate the achievements of exam groups. We work closely with other secondary schools in West Oxfordshire and have good links with the Primary schools in the Partnership.
At Bartholomew, we aim to promote an active enjoyment of Art, through curricular and extracurricular activities. We always aim to maximise the full potential of our students by delivering the curriculum in a creative and engaging manner, taking into account and differentiating for students of all abilities. Teaching and Learning are important to us; we hope to make Art suitably challenging and enjoyable. Classrooms have a friendly, purposeful, and orderly feel.
