CARE, GUIDANCE AND SUPPORT

Successful learning happens when students feel safe,
confident, valued and respected.

On entering the school each student becomes a
member of a form group.This marks the beginning
of a strong bond with their form tutor who can
maintain an overview of each child’s personal and
academic development.

The form tutor is responsible for the pastoral
care of each student and is supported in this role
by a Head of Year and an Deputy Head of Year.
A wider team support the students and includes
a Home School Liaison Officer and Education
Welfare Officer led by the Deputy Headteacher
for Pastoral Care.

Many of our students are more able and are
challenged and supported in their lessons by highly
qualified and motivated teachers. Opportunities
such as the Oxford University Wadham College
project ensure that the girls’ aspirations are
supported academically.

We recognise that some students need additional
support at some point in their school career.
The Pupil Support Department works closely
with students with learning and physical disabilities
and also with students who have English as an
Additional Language (EAL).

Learning mentors engage with individual students
to ensure that each girl achieves her potential.
