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At Tarporley, we have an exciting curriculum, which develops open-minded individuals, promotes an understanding of cultural differences and unlocks student potential to communicate in the wider world.  French, Spanish and German are popular subjects at Tarporley and students make excellent progress. French, German and Spanish courses at GCSE, AS and A Level are well subscribed. 


Last year, 50% of our Year 11 students achieved a grade 7-9 in French, with 71% achieving grade 5+. Similarly, in Spanish, 45% of students achieved grade 7-9 and 81% achieved grade 5+. There was no Year 11 German group in 2021, but in 2020, 100% of students achieved grades 4-9, with excellent subject progress index scores in all three languages.  We are committed to raising attainment even further through a commitment to outstanding teaching and learning. We believe in delivering high quality lessons which engage our students and ensure they make high levels of progress. 
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[image: ]MFL, Drama, Music and ICT work together at Tarporley to form the Communications Faculty, which is composed of a passionate and dedicated team of 5 MFL teachers, 2 Drama teachers, 2 Music teachers and 3 ICT teachers. All of our MFL classrooms are well resourced with audio visual equipment. MFL will move to a newly built block for September 2025

Students are taught in mixed ability classes in Year 7 but from Year 8 onwards are placed in sets. Students in KS3 study either French or Spanish. At KS3, the faculty has developed a new and exciting curriculum, which promotes spontaneous speech and the development of skills. 


At GCSE, students can continue with their KS3 language. At KS4 and KS5, the programmes of study are tailored to AQA specifications. 


We provide our students with many extra-curricular opportunities. We currently run popular trips to Berlin, Paris and Barcelona in KS4 and 5. The faculty further celebrates students’ love of languages through their involvement in our Lead Learner programme and through the National Foreign Language Spelling Bee. These activities generate high levels of enthusiasm amongst colleagues and students. 
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
