	MAIN DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:  Specialist Teaching Assistant in the Primary Provision
1. To assist teachers with all aspects of their work within the provision
2. To contribute to physical, social, emotional and intellectual well being of the pupils
3. To work with groups or individuals within the unit or within other areas of the Alternative Provision Academy if the need arises

4. To support pupils during breakfast, break times and lunch times

5. To prepare wall displays under the guidance of the class teacher

6. To work in collaboration with teaching staff of the Alternative Provision Academy, setting and reviewing pupils’ targets, planning progression and differentiation of work, and supporting pupils to achieve progress and success.
7. To input data to the Alternative Provision Academy and the Local Authority’s databases, as required

8. To liaise with pupils’ parents/carers 

9. To liaise with the pupils’ school (link teacher)

10. To visit pupils in their mainstream school to provide support and follow up 

11. To respect confidentiality of all information regarding pupils and their families

12. To attend and contribute to staff meetings as required

13. If required and from time to time, to undertake similar duties as a Specialist Teaching Assistant in the Secondary Provision
Professional development:

1. Participate in arrangements for the appraisal and review of their own performance
2. Participate in arrangements for their own further training and professional development, and, where appropriate, that of other members of the admin team, including induction

3. Undertaking training and professional development to ensure progression in the development of the work within the responsibility of this job description

Contribute to the general policies and practices of the Alternative Provision Academy:

1. Contribute as required to the development, implementation and evaluation of the school’s policies, practices and procedures in such a way as to support the school’s values and vision

2. Promote the health, safety and well-being of pupils and colleagues

3. Know how to identify potential child abuse or neglect and follow safeguarding procedures

4. Ensure the development and progression of equality within the sphere of responsibility of this job description and the fair and equal treatment of all pupils, parents/carers, staff, other personnel in the school or working with the school

5. Uphold corporate policies and practices as they relate to the work of the Alternative Provision Academy
6. Undertake any other duties and responsibilities which are consistent with the grade and expertise required of the post holder as may be required from time to time
