Key responsibilities

1. To provide a high quality, accessible, professional counselling service for students in the school setting. 
2. To carry out clinical and risk assessments and establish appropriate referral pathways with other agencies where appropriate. 
3. To run a suitable appointment system flexible to the needs of the school, offering students appropriate assessments and counselling appointments. 
4. To work with the School pastoral and safeguarding staff, social care and mental health services both on and off site. 
5. To report back to the Assistant Principal at least on a termly basis the progress of the counselling provision. 
6. To liaise with the Line Manager as required to discuss any issues of clinical or service excellence or concern. 
7. To work with the Academy pastoral and safeguarding staff, social care and mental health services. To connect with external mental health pathways to support children and young people e.g. wellbeing services, Primary Mental Health Workers, CAMHS, GPs. 
8. To liaise with other agencies as appropriate, in discussion with the Assistant Principal
9. To keep suitable case records, ensuring that all project case records and files are maintained and securely held. 
10. To carry out administrative tasks associated with the counselling service. 
11. To attend clinical supervision with the assigned clinical supervisor. 
12. To work at all times within the ethics and guidelines of the British Association of Counselling and Psychotherapy. 
13. To attend appropriate professional development and training events. 
14. To provide clinical supervision to the DSL, DDSL and Year Leaders. 
15. To be a member of the BACP or other appropriate professional body (e.g. UKCP, HPC)
