Role:

The purpose of this role is to provide some 1:1 support to a learner at John Jamieson who has significant cognitive, physical and visual difficulties. The role also encompasses a range of duties to ensure that the teacher is supported in delivering learning activities to a class of learners with complex needs.
To work under the guidance of teaching/senior staff and within an agreed system of supervision, to implement agreed work programmes with individual groups, in or out of the classroom. This could include those requiring detailed and specialist knowledge in particular areas and will involve assisting the teacher in the whole planning cycle and the management/preparation of resources. 

Staff may also supervise whole classes during the short-term absence of teachers. The primary focus will be to maintain good order and to keep learners on task. Senior teaching and learning assistants will need to respond to questions and generally assist learners to undertake set activities. Marking and assessment activities are limited to those where answers are predetermined, and no element of professional judgement is required.

Main Duties:
1. To support a learner (when that learner is in school) who has complex needs and assist in mobilising them around school and in the classroom, plus access learning. Training will be provided.
2. To assist with the planning of learning activities.

3. To monitor the learner’s responses to learning activities and accurately record achievement/progress as directed.

4. Provide detailed and regular feedback to teachers on learner’s achievement, progress, concerns etc.

5. To undertake structured and agreed learning activities/teaching programmes, adjusting activities according to learner responses.

6. To prepare, maintain and use equipment/resources required to meet the lesson plans/relevant learning activity and assist learners in their use.
7. To develop, prepare and implement resources for learners with visual impairment. Training will be provided.
8. To gain detailed knowledge and specialist skills to support the learners needs.

9. To undertake regular training, specific to the tasks being undertaken.

10. Monitor the wellbeing of the learner throughout the day and call specialist support if necessary.
11. To regularly communicate with parents to share information related to the learner.
12. To attend to the learners’ personal needs, and implement related personal programmes, including social, health, physical, hygiene, first aid and welfare matters.  
13. Supporting learners who may have complex medical needs and who may need medical support, training will be provided.

14. Supporting learners who require additional support with communication, including those learners with a mechanical system of communication. The post holder may also be required to use British Sign Language and/or Makaton, (a form of sign language for SEN learners) if so, training will be provided.

15. Supporting learners with speech difficulties under the guidance of a Speech Therapist to support individual learners with specific needs, in-house training provided.

16. Providing support to learners who need assistance with personal care, such as feminine hygiene, changing nappies etc. for incontinent pupils and assisting learners to use the toilet if they are unable to use the toilet unaided.    

17. Feeding learners and assisting them with drinking, in-house training given.

18. Supporting learners who because of their physical needs may need to be lifted and carried and/or in transported in wheelchairs, training will be provided.  

19. The post holder may also be required to assist learners with physiotherapy under the guidance of physiotherapist.  

20. The post holder may be required to restrain learners who may harm themselves or others. Some learners may bite, kick, nip and punch etc. themselves staff and or other learners. Training will be provided on how to restrain learners appropriately.

21. To supervise and support learners ensuring their safety and access to learning.

22. To establish good relationships with learners, acting as a role model, being aware of, and responding appropriately to individual needs.

23. To promote the inclusion and acceptance of all learners.

24. To encourage learners to interact with others and engage in activities led by the teacher.

25. To encourage learners to act independently as appropriate.

26. To prepare classroom as directed for lessons and clear afterwards and assist with the display of learners’ work.

27. To be aware of learner’s problems/progress/achievements and report to the teacher as agreed.

28. To undertake learners record keeping as requested.

29. To support the teacher in managing learners’ behaviour, reporting difficulties as appropriate.

30. To gather/report information from/to parents/carers as directed.

31. To provide clerical/administrative support - photocopying, typing, filing, collecting money etc.

32. To support learners to understand instructions.

33. To support learners in respect of local and national learning strategies - literacy, numeracy, appropriate key stages, early years, as directed by the teacher.

34. To support learners in using basic ICT as directed.

35. To prepare and maintain equipment/resources as directed by the teacher and assist learners in their use.

36. To be aware of and comply with policies and procedures relating to child protection, health, safety and security, confidentiality and data protection/GDPR regulations, reporting all concerns to an appropriate person.

37. To be aware of, support difference, and ensure all learners have equal access to opportunities to learn and develop.

38. To contribute to the overall ethos/work/aims of the school.

39. To appreciate and support the role of other professionals.

40. To attend relevant meetings as required.

41. To participate in training and other learning activities and performance development as required.

42. To assist with the supervision of learners out of lesson times, including before, after school, and at lunchtimes.

43. To accompany teaching staff and learners on visits, trips and out of school activities as required.

44. To be performance managed.
