5. To ensure all areas are properly secured after cleaning work is completed and that any breaches of security are reported
6. To ensure that the correct colour coded cleaning equipment is used for allocated tasks

7. Report the need for replenishment of cleaning materials as and when required

8. Clean toilets and washrooms to the expected standard of the Trust

9. Replenish disposable items as necessary including toilet rolls, hand towels, soap etc

10. Ensure that the cleaning cupboards are maintained in a tidy and organised state
