We aim to provide the highest quality of pastoral care and academic standards, helping to develop in our students a keen sense of pride in themselves, their 
academy and the wider community. We recognise the crucial role that parents/carers have in this respect and so strive to work in strong partnership with them 
throughout their children’s time with us.

Role Description

Purpose

• The Teaching Assistant is required to support in shaping the education of our children, making every day count and providing high quality and memorable 
learning for everyone.

• You will work alongside an exceptional and supportive team of professionals, both teachers and wider support staff who strive to deliver outstanding learning 
and develop individuals who become confident, lifelong learners with aspirations for their futures.

Main Duties and Responsibilities

•  Encourage students to engage with each other and to take part in school led activities (including on off-site visits)
•  Understand the barriers students may face and support the needs of the children to ensure that every child can reach their full potential
•  Assist with the supervision of students at break and lunch times 
•  Inspire the students to become independent and able to express themselves in an age appropriate manner
•  Support the teaching staff with regards to child learning and behaviour
•  Provide feedback to the teacher on student observations
•  Support whole class teaching, lead small group interventions and work with individual students as required
•  Ensure a high standard of behaviour and academic work

Our academies are based across South Yorkshire and Cambridgeshire, 
often in areas or at schools which have experienced generationally poor 
educational opportunities. Our role is to change that. We have grown rapidly 
over the last four years and now educate around 14,000 students in 27 
academies and settings. Whilst our educational outcomes have improved over 
the last 4 years, they are not yet as strong as we would like them to be, nor as 
strong as our students and communities deserve. With this in mind, we are 
entering a new period in our development.
