To teach in the Key Stage 3 phase of an SEMH (Social, Emotional, and Mental Health) school helping to play a vital role in supporting the holistic development of the pupils in the class. Responsibilities to include planning and delivering engaging lessons across both core and non-core subjects, ensuring they are tailored to meet the diverse and often complex needs of their pupils. Teachers must be confident in adapting their teaching approaches and materials to accommodate learners working significantly below age-related expectations, providing adapted instruction to support progress. Beyond academic teaching, you will also be responsible for fostering a supportive and nurturing environment that promotes the social and emotional well-being of the pupils in the classroom, managing classroom behaviour effectively, and collaborating with colleagues, families, and external professionals to develop personalised strategies that address individual needs and promote positive outcomes.



The post holder will:
· Be an exceptional, creative practitioner who really wants to make a difference every day to the lives of vulnerable children in an SEMH setting. 
· Experienced in teaching pupils who demonstrate challenging behaviours
· Ensure effective teaching of whole classes, groups, and individuals so that teaching objectives are met, whilst working with other adults in the room to provide targeted support.
