Main Duties:

Working in the EAST SILC – John Jamieson School and Sites, the Governing Body expects every teacher to:

· Support the ethos of the school and to ensure that its main aims, of meeting pupils’ needs and raising their achievements, are met.
· Have high expectations of children and young people including a commitment to ensuring that they can achieve their full potential.
· Be aware of the needs of all pupils as they come within the teacher’s responsibility and to ensure that teacher expectations match pupils’ potential.

· Teach engaging and motivating lessons informed by teacher assessments. 

· May be required to teach across all East SILC sites.

· To undertake training and professional development as appropriate including Moving and Handling and Team Teach.

· Have a personal responsibility for a pastoral group (or support others with this role).

· Plan for progression across the age and ability range they teach, designing effective learning sequences within lessons and across series of lessons informed by secure subject/curriculum knowledge. 
· Hold positive values and attitudes and adopt high standards of behaviour. 
· Promote students' independence and cooperation through developing their social, emotional and behavioural skills. 
· Communicate effectively with children, young people, colleagues and parents/carers. 

· Understand the purpose of Planning Preparation and Assessment time, and use it constructively as outlined in the Teachers Pay and Conditions Document.

· Write and review Individual Learning Pathway Plans (ILPPs) and adhere to school policy.

· Assess and record individual pupil progress in accordance with the school’s policy.

· Prepare, write and co-ordinate EHCP for pupils for whom they are responsible.

· Prepare write and co-ordinate annual reports to parents and other agencies.

· Attend other meetings which are reasonably within directed time. 

· Be a member of a department/key phase and work collaboratively in pursuit of the objectives of that department.

· Liaise with other agencies including medical and social services, as appropriate, with issues relating to pupils’ welfare.

· Be part of duty teams on a rota basis.

· Plan for, and direct the work of teaching support staff to engage pupils in their learning. 
· Ensure that adequate information is suitable for supply and school-based teaching cover in the event of absences due to sickness or any other cause.

· Be aware of and operate within the policies of the school.

· To take responsibility for safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children. 

Where reference is made to the relevant body, this relates to the Governing Body.
Special Conditions of Service: 

· There is a requirement to submit to an enhanced Disclosure and Barring Service check (DBS formally CRB).
· The job description will be reviewed annually.
· There may be a need to, occasionally, work outside of school hours and off school premises, as required by the school. 
· The school and grounds have a no smoking policy.
Safeguarding:

· The East SILC is committed to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children and young people and expects all staff and volunteers to share this commitment. Appointments are made subject to a satisfactory Disclosure and Barring Service check (DBS formally CRB) and medical clearance from Leeds City Council’s Occupational Health Service. 

· It is illegal to apply if you are on the children’s barred list.
